Attention kite flyers in Whatcom, Skagit, 

Snohomish and King Counties! 
  

We have a new kite flying venue on the Everett waterfront! 

Several years ago kite flying ended at the 10th Street Dock 

due to encroachment. Now, the Port of Everett has given us 

written permission to fly kites at a waterfront location about 

1/3 mile south of the 10th St Dock. This grass field is about 

the size of a football field and is in an open and very scenic 

area by the water where it is exposed to all of the prevailing 

winds. It has restrooms and free parking. On the north and 

west sides is a paved walkway, part of the nearly six mile 

Port Gardner Waterfront Loop. To see the venue on a map, 

go on the internet and search: ñMarina Map - Port of 

Everettò. You will see the green field near the center at the 

top by the water. Spread the word! If kite flyers are 

interested in Saturday monthly kite flying in Everett starting 

in the spring & summer of 2014 and possibly forming a new 

kite club please email Randy at kitesflyhigh@gmail.com  

Here are directions to the venue: 

  

Directions from the north: Take I-5 exit 194. Turn right onto 

Everett Ave. Continue all the way to the waterfront and turn 

right onto W. Marine View Dr. Continue north 

approximately 14 blocks to Port Gardner Way and turn left. 

At the round-a-bout go left. Then at the stop sign go right 

and drive west towards the waterfront. Just after Polly's 

Lockers go right and continue to the end. The grass field is 

on the left. 

  

Directions from the south: Take I-5 exit 193 and turn left 

onto Pacific Ave. to W. Marine View Dr. and turn right. 

Proceed approximately 17 blocks north to Port Gardner Way 

and turn left. At the round-a-bout go left. Then at the stop 

sign go right and drive west towards the waterfront. Just after 

Polly's Lockers go right and continue to end. The grass field 

is on the left.

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WKA Invited to Be In A Movie! 
(At Least Our Kites Were) 

 
As President of WKA, Butch Harviston says he gets a 
lot of phone calls with requests of various kinds, but this 
particular phone call sounded like it would be a good 
thing for WKA! 
 
The Washington Kiteflyers Association was offered the 
chance to fly kites at Gasworks Park in Seattle to be the 
background for a scene where children would see kites in 
the air and then run up Kite Hill in the park. Or at least 
that is what we were told. 
 
Several of us assembled on the hill not knowing exactly 
where they would want us and our kites. We were asked 
to stay below the crest of the hill on the 
south side toward the view of Lake 
Union and downtown Seattle. We 
staked out kites or flew kites that 
Friday afternoon of October 18 in the 
sunshine and clear blue skies. 
Blessedly with some wind coming off of 
Lake Union or shifting from south to 
west in the direction of the Aurora 
Bridge at sunset. 
 
The movie producer of this 
Independent Film is originally from 
Bulgaria and according to one of his 
staff, his pictures are beautifully shot.  
We saw one cameraman and one 
sound man with a microphone on a 
boom and one person holding a light 
reflecting shieldðso this was not a 
large operation.    
 

They shot scenes in various places near the industrial 
parts of the old gas plant I remember from my childhood 
days. They slowly worked their way over toward the hill.  
By this time we had been up there at least two hours, 
and were having a good time visiting and putting up 
different kites. But by the time they told us to keep them 
about the same level (ñyes - that is just rightò) the 
breezes were becoming lighter and lighter and the sun 
was starting to set! ñThe wind is dying; the kites are in 
the shade...ò etc. We diligently worked at keeping them 
going up there!! Take after takeðI guess it is always 
that way. We were hoping they got some good shots of 
our colorful, all different, carefully positioned, kites in the 
sky.; roks, deltas, sled, mylar, a kite train and other 
things I donôt know what they were called. 
 
It was amazing how well we all worked together so they 
would get good shots, and how great to see friends 
again after only a few days after the AKA convention in 
Seaside! 
 

Participating were Butch and his son Mark, Rick White, 
Casey Shearer, Ken Conrad & Suzanne Sadow, 
ElliottBrogren (of indoor flying) and me. A couple of 

visitors to the park were also recruited and gladly held on 
to the handles with kite line. What a great opportunity and 
good publicity for WKA as we gave our names and club 
name for film credit and hopefully will be informed when 
this film will premier.
